Okunoi Course (Kotsuji Temple parking lot to Kotsuji Temple)
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This course takes you through Funakubo Tsutsuji

Park to Kotsuji Temple parking lot, and then
through a natural forest to Kotsuji Temple.
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Funakubo Tsutsuji Park

This park is called Funakubo (Fune is ship, kubo is
concave) since ancient times because it is located on
a shallow concave land (approximately 3 ha) shaped
like the bottom of a ship between Mt.Kotsu and
Mt.Okunono.There are Rhododendron weyrichii that are
more than 300 years old and about 1200 large azaleas
growing in the park.
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Fuigo Onsen Hot Spring

With an innovative ellipse-shaped exterior design, visitors
can enjoy the view of Kawata River from the bathhouse.
It has two baths, a Rock Bath and Tile Bath as well as a
sauna and a waterfall shower bath.
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Nagoshi-kyo Hiroba

You can see the large rocky-outcrop of minerals called
piemontite schist that is caused by the erosion of
Kawata River.

This is located in a place called Nagoshi-kyo, at the
north end of a V-shaped valley where the Kawata River
flows between the Kotsu mountains.

In the Meiji era(appr. 1868-1912), the Kawatayama
Mine (also known as Nagoshi Mine) produced a lot of
high-quality copper ore called bornite. To refine the ore,
bellows which were called "Fuigo" were used.

This is where the name of the suspension bridge gets
its name, Fuigo Bridge. The bridge is suspended over
the piemontite schist.The former mine site is now a
campground known as Nagoshi-kyo Hiroba.
